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Photographing Food ~ Basic Home Lighting Set Up
Ann-Marie Metcalfe

| don't claim by any means to be expert on photographing fqady basic ‘it's nowhere near
professional, but it works for me set up' is as follows.

| take most of my food shots on my dining room table. If possible | will take them using natural light
from the window.

A1 piece of board. | use the back of a largjp"'photo frame. | use this for the backdrop to drape
the cloth over.

~—+

A1 piece of black cloth, or a white shower curtain, depending on what colour background | warn
Of course, you could use any colour or background you want.

A3 desk lamps. These case £2.98 each from Asda. You can get them anywhere.
A3 100 watt daylight bulbs. Bought from ebay for £4.00 for a set of three. These have a slight
blue tinge to them so that you don't get the orangy/yellow glow that you normally get from a

spotlight bub.

Avarious plates in different colours. | try to choose the best colour plate to show off the food I'm
photographing.

Alf | want to photograph food and have a reflection, | use the front plastic from the clip photo
frame. | put the (usually black) ¢lounderneath the plastic to get the reflection. I've found that
the reflection is much softer with this method rather than have a very prominent reflection from|a
mirror. This is just my personal preference though, and there's nothing to say you can't use
mirror. If you do use a mirror, watch for the reflections from the lamps.

This is my basic satp for any food photography. Not professional by any means but it works
for me.

[
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If I'm using a white backdrop, | would normally point one or twdéhef lamps at the backgdrop to get

it as white as possible. The other lamp, | will point towards the food at an angle I'm happy with to
enhance the food in the best way possible. This is all a matter of trial and error to be honest, and yo
probably fird that you take several shots before you're happy with the lighting.

If I'm using a black backdrop, | may only use one or two of the
lamps. The backdrop needs to be as black as possible, so | don
point a light at it at all. | might have one lamp ligigifrom the
back of the food and two at the front, depending on how light |
want the food to be. If | want it low key, | may even only use
one lamp aiming at the food from the right hand side towards
the front. Again, play with the lighting and angles ée svhich

work best for the shot you're after.

One thing | have found useful, is to set up and take a few
dummy shots before arranging the food for the actual take, especially if it involves a runny substanc
such as the cheesecake shot, which has frdifrait juice on the top. There's nothing worse than
getting it all set up and taking several shots to get the correct camera settings only to find that when
you've decided on your settings that the food has become soggy, flopped or dried out undesthe lig
The spotlights do get hot and will dry food out quite quickly, so if you have to move away from your
setup for a while, switch the lamps off.

So that's my basic set up.

One thing to consider when taking photographs of food is how much
you want infocus. Do you want to show all of the food or just part of
it? Do you want to be right in there up close or give an over all view o
what you're photographing. The decision is up to you of course and |
think everyone has their own style of photography @axch person

could have the same food matter and all photograph it differently. So
like a very shallow depth of field, whereas others like to have
everything in focus. Play with your camera settings, see what DoF
works for various food subjects.
