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Chairman’s Address - Every Picture Tells A Story

Thanks to all who took part in the floral competition. In the end we had plenty of pictures to look at. I will let on
that this was the first time I had judged a photo competition! It was very interesting that the three of us
working completely independently had a very high level of agreement when it came to the overall winning
picture.

The rest of what follows is not the views of the club it is a personal rant!! I put this warning in having got in to
hot water writing a challenging piece in the newsletter of the North West Early Music Forum about practice or
the lack of it amongst some amateur musicians. At the time I had just finished eight years as chairman and been
made a president!

Why do we have to give competition pictures titles? When I entered competitions I would be told off or marked
down for not giving a title or just giving a place and date as the title. If we are making or trying to make fine art
images which is essentially what much of competition photography is about the image should stand in its own
right. There is no need for words, other than perhaps something factual that identifies the place or person. I was
very relieved when judging the floral competition that most of the images just had some factual information in
the file for identification purposes. I did not look at any title until I had finished judging. Each picture stood as it
appeared on the screen. A suggestion for next year, let’s have one of our competitions with no titles all.

Another of the bees in my bonnet is the preoccupation with keeping pictures simple. I like complexity and detail
and lots going on in my pictures . I suspect that the preoccupation with simplicity in composition comes from
several sources. Firstly many amateur photographers use to use 35mm cameras which did not easily produce
detailed pictures much above 15 by 10. Most of the time to get the sort of high quality detail photographers
needed to move up to medium format film or larger. Secondly I suspect that the modernist movement in art had
some influence on photography. Thirdly fashion plays its insidious part. If I could afford it I would love to be
able to produce big images with lots of detail and events happening in them something for the eye to explore and
range over. Why do amateur photography competitions restrict themselves to quite small formats? The
portraits in the NPG last year were all much bigger than A3+

Rant number three. Why do we have to make pretty idealised images of the landscape. It makes me mad when a
Judge says why did you not clone out those lampposts or phone lines. They are part of the modern landscape
why should we endlessly create a fantasy of the world that is not true and probably never was. Banish the clone
tool other than to remove sensor dirt!! I commented on the ugly power cables in Cilcain when I wrote about the
village. They are part of the village like it or not. The challenge surely is to make a photograph that is well
composed with them included. I went to take some pictures of Mold town centre last week and realised looking
at the town that it is pretty scruffy with much very mediocre architecture, well some is just plain awful. Do we
take pretty pictures or show it is it is? Oh dear I just cloned out a man hole cover in a picture. What consistency!

Rant over I will probably contradict myselfin the next newsletter.

The judge for both sections was Frank Hutchinson from the North Cheshire PS (Poynton) and scoring was out of 70 -
out of 10 for each image and up to an extra 10 for the panel as a whole (individual image scores are not made known
so don't ask me).

Our print panel scored 56; highest was the Whitby Club themselves for the first time ever in several decades with 62.
This put us in a measly 6th out of the 8 clubs but the spread was very narrow at only 7 points so a few points either
way could have made a big difference.

Camera: Olympus E-500 & Fuji F200 EXR compact

| was given my first camera, a Brownie 127, in 1955 at the age of eight. My first picture was of a model of the Runcorn
Widnes Bridge made in Meccano. The reason | can remember is that there were several very good train photos on the set,
they were borrowed to copy and | never got them back!

At the age of 13, | was given a Brownie 44A to take to Austria on a school trip. This took square pictures on a 127 film and
had two aperture settings. The slides | took with that camera are quite good, even though I say it myself. I also took it to a
Church Youth Group Camp at Trearddur Bay in 1966 which remain the best record of my friends in their late teens. | then
bough myself a Halina Paulette 35mm camera which was fitted with a Pilkington lens. On this | shot mostly slides using
Agfa and Kodachrome 64 film. I have a huge archive of slides from this period which need sorting out.

In 1975, my wife bought me a Fuji ST604 35mm camera with TTL metering. The metering system failed three times in two
years so | gave up and bought a separate light meter, which | occasionally still use. | also bought a short telephoto and 28
mm wide angle plus, later, a 400mm telephoto lens, all of which were well used.

This camera took very good pictures, so much so that | bought a Fuji ST604N to go with it. | had started to shoot in black
& white and was developing and printing my own films, mostly in the bath. Between Chris Tombs (previous member of
MCC) and myself, we got a commission to photograph Teddy Boys (and girls) dancing so the local sculptress could create a
frieze for a new building (since demolished — | hope the frieze was preserved!) I still have some of the pictures.

During this time | was offered a Bronica S2 - 2 %4 square camera. Chris and I bought it between us and I thoroughly
enjoyed using it. Out of 12 pictures per roll I could usually get 10 usable ones. Most of my archive of the rebuilding of
Llangollen Railway is preserved on 2 %4 square negatives.

The Fujis lasted until 1992 when | received a Pentax P30 for my 20 year service award from ICI. Ironic really, as | was
made redundant the same year. The Pentax was ok, but the standard zoom lens failed prematurely and | replaced it with a
Cosina 28 to 80 short telephoto.

The Pentax was well used and eventually was beginning to show its age. The debate then centred around going digital — or
not as the case might be. | already had the computer and the skills needed. After much debate and analysis of the brochures,
| bought my trusty Fuji S7000. Why the Fuji? I think because the 605s had been such good cameras. | shot something like
30,000 pictures with this camera, despite it being one of the early ones which ate batteries. Again, it was showing signs of
age. What to do next?

Mostly I take ‘record shots” which are then used for websites and publications for Llangollen Railway. I also take holiday
photos which my wife likes to have as 6*4 prints to show her friends. Could | justify the purchase of a DSLR, and again -
which one? At this point a second hand Olympus E-500 kit became available. It produces good pictures, but has the
disadvantage of the 4/3 system making the minimum wide angle 35mm without expenditure on a further lens. Not wide
enough for the loco shed pictures.

We were booked on to a Red Sea Cruise in February 2010 and I didn’t fancy lugging the Olympus around, so I bit the bullet
and bought the Fuji F200 EXR compact (and a new video camera to go with it as my trusty JVC was showing its age). The
two cameras went into a bag 6” by 4” by 5 deep and the cameras delivered all the pictures I wanted to the quality needed,
some of which may appear in competitions as time goes on.

It was great to see the audience applaud for every entry that achieved toOp
marks and there were quite a few.
